This is a must attend camp for all scouts to gain experience in camping, working as a patrol any more importantly to gain “Nights Under Canvas” to enable your son /daughter to be able to qualify for Jamboree 2016.
We encourage every scout to come to The Jamborette as it is a camp of fun, learning and awesome activities.

To enable your son/daughter to attend this activity there are criteria and registration that must be met before the end of May final closing day: 30th May 2014. (No late entries accepted for any reason)
Criteria 1

You must be a financial member of Winston Hills Scout Group. (Have your subs been paid?  If not, discuss with Shane your child will not be ruled out)
Criteria 2

Registration must be submitted online and a copy of registration

Form and payment must be hand to leaders so that we can get them to regional office by closing date.

Cost per scout $45.00 camp fee for weekend plus food $50.00

Cost for leaders /parent helpers $35.00 plus food $50.00

Early bird discount $5.00 will apply to all those who register prior to May 16th 2014.  This is the deadline that we have to hand in paperwork so please endeavour to have your paperwork and money to us no later than May 8th 2014 to receive this discount.
For those who miss early bird close off paperwork and monies will need to be handed to us no later than May 22nd 2014 to enable us to finalise all matters.

This is a big camp and takes a lot of planning and organisation so your assistance in meeting close off dates makes our job as leaders so much easier.

Once you have completed initial part you will be told that email has been send with “activation Code” to email address that you have specified.

This activation code must be entered to activate your registration.

Should you encounter difficulties please use email link on registration page for help. 

Other important items relating to Jamborette camping 

1. If your child is ill in the days leading up to Jamborette either flu/gastric bug we ask that they are kept at home.  Leaders have a large number of scouts to look after during the course of weekend and do not have the man power to nurse your child over the whole weekend as we are also committed to running district activities.

2. If your child becomes ill or injured whilst on camp the following steps take place.
If minor – existing leaders with first aid will look after your child.
Should we feel further treatment is necessary you child will

then be refer to St John’s first aid tent for assessment. If matter is serious eg rising temperatures, gastric bug etc matter will be discussed with Regional Commissioner at Camp who will then contact you.
At no time during the camp are scouts permitted to leave campsite without first informing Winston Hills leaders.


3. Sporting or other pre existing commitments
We are aware that a small number of scouts may find it necessary to take part in sport or family functions. Please discuss this with leaders well in advance of camp so we know if your child will be in attendance for meals, when they need to be away and when they will return.
The  Jamborette is Patrol based with an award at the end of the weekend for those scouts who complete a compulsory number of activity bases. If your child is not present for these activities they may miss out on award . Patrol Leaders make every effort to try and complete activities that have been missed but it is not always possible.
2014 is a camp with a very very young demographic of scouts in our troop and a small number of experienced scouts to teach and look after younger members of their patrols. So your assistance in advising us of the above would greatly help Patrol Leaders as well.

4. Medication in camp- All medication that is prescribed must be advise to leaders with instructions in writing as to what medication is, when it should be taken , does it need to be refrigerated. In all cases; please place in plastic bag and label with your child’s name and give to us prior to leaving scout hall with instructions. 
For those that may be diabetic or asthmatic we understand they need to carry medication and self administer however, we do need a written schedule so we know what information to pass on in the case of emergency.

5. What to bring- see separate spread sheet. 
Name everything.
This is a cold camp so warm clothes necessary.

Airbeds are permitted but no bigger than small lie lows or small self inflating airbeds > Large inflating air bed are far too big to fit in a shared tent. 
All items brought to camp should fit into a zip up carry bags.

Please include plastic garbage bag for dirty /wet clothing.

Leave good shoes at home. It can get muddy so old shoes  preferred.

6. Things that must be organised and parent help is need to get this done.
Firewood.  We will need a trailer of firewood, cut to manageable size and the loan of a trailer to get it to camp Friday night and back on Monday.

Parent Roster for transporting and towing trailers scouts to camp Friday night and pick up Monday afternoon.

If you have a trailer/ute or small truck that could be used it would be great if you could assist.

Existing two scout trailers have to be shared between scouts and venturers.

Parent /Helpers who like to camp or have past scouting experience please step forward and volunteer your assistance.

Grizzly and I are not getting any younger and both of us have been with Winston Hills for over 10 years, it would be great

to see parents who might contemplate being a leader(both Male and Female) with  Winston Hills scouts come forward . This is a great camp to learn how things run on a big weekend

and some strength and man power will be of great assistance in getting camp site up due to the young age of most of our scouts. Tentage can be provide if you do not have one.
